metallic bronze guaranteed for life. New high-intensity lighting highlights it at night.

ENTRANCE: Surely by now,
everyone in Drakesborough has
noticed the shiny new lettering
on the walls of the Entrance. The
initiative to replace the worn
brass lettering began with last
year’s board under the guidance
of former President Charlotte
Hudson. After studying avariety
of lettering options, we settled
on cast-concrete signage at a cost
of roughly $3,000. Of course,
that was way more than we
could afford out of our annual
operating budget, so we appealed
for donations. We are proud to
report that 32 residents donated a
total of $1,935 for the project.

When the new board took of-
ficein January, a specia com-
mittee headed by Mark Vaughn
was appointed to review the bids

and put the project into motion.
One of the contractors showed
Mark a new sample of cast alu-
minum letters anodized in a me-
tallic bronze that would alow us
to keep our unique look with a
material that was guaranteed for
life. Mark also talked with a
lighting expert who suggested a
high-intensity light system. The
cost, $2,396 for the letters from
Signature Signs, and $251 from
ABC Electric, camein far below
the estimate for concrete letter-
ing.

Meanwhile, our Special Com-
mittee for Entrance Repairs has
been working with the water
company and its subcontractors
to repair the damage | eft by ex-
cavation for anew water line
along Route 234. John Hunting-

ton and Teresa Lanham report
that the damage to the sprinkler
system will soon be repaired.
And water company officials
assure us that the landscaping
will be returned to its previous
condition, including new topsoil
and even new sod if necessary.
Good neighbor Kathi Milam
will be working with Teresa
Lanham and some board volun-
teersto plant summer flowers.
COMMONS: A number of
our neighbors have complained
that the swings were taken down
last winter. The problem was
that an upright support had rotted
and the swings had to be re-
moved for safety reasons. Mike
Cobb and his maintenance com-

mittee have been working with
